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• Two new SmartBoards have been 

installed in classrooms. This brings the 

total count for interactive whiteboards to 

10. We now have 5 elementary and 5 

middle/high school classrooms equipped 

with SmartBoard technology. One more 

board will be added after the first of the 

year. We are rapidly closing in on 100% 

of our classrooms being outfitted with 

SmartBoards and projector systems. 

• When the computer lab desktops were 

replaced with the new bond purchased 

computers, the older computers were re-

formatted and returned to like-new 

condition. They have now been 

distributed to the classrooms, and those 

on the elementary end have been 

installed and connected to the Internet. 

Now work on the secondary computers 

will begin. 

• Previous year E-Rate funds were used to 

purchase a Tandberg Edge85 Mobile 

ITV system with 50” plasma TV. This 

system is currently being used to receive 

Spanish I and Spanish II courses over 

the PSVN ITV network. 

• An additional Tandberg Edge85 Mobile 

ITV system with 50” plasma TV will be 

added at some point this school year 

through a PSVN USDA Rural 

Development Grant of which Yarbrough 

School District was a part. The mobile 

nature of this unit will allow it to be 

moved from classroom to classroom as 

needed. 

• Middle School and High School math 

classes are test driving SmartBoard 

Senteo response devices along with a 

Smart document camera. Each student 

can use the Senteo remotes to key in 

their individual answers. Math 

instruction is going interactive. 

• Additional technology purchases 

pending approval of current year E-Rate 

funds include two new servers, a 

firewall, router and several network 

switches. Also included in our E-Rate 

application is all the equipment 

necessary to build a school wide 

wireless network. We are looking 

forward to this technology project. 

• Recently, additional Reading First funds 

became available by application through 

the Oklahoma State Department of 

Education. Yarbrough applied for the 

additional funds and received approval 

from the State Department. The funds 

will be used to purchase a new laptop 

computer, color laser printer, and 

supplies for our Reading First Program. 

• The majority of funding for the 

technology highlighted in this article has 

come from Federal, E-Rate, and Rural 

Development Grant funds.
